January 1939 Joint meeting with International Sevice Committee.

Refugees

Proposed by Rtn Greenwood , seconded by Rtn Casterfield—That this joint committee
requests that a meeting of the Council should be convened for January 16th to consider a
recommendation that the support of the club should be given to the calling of a public
meeting by the Mayor with a view to the formation of a fully representative local com-
mittee to assist the work of the Refugee Organisations. Agreed unanimously.

February 1939

Refugees

The President reported that a town meeting under the Chairmanship of the Mayor was
held on the 2nd February . The Mayor in her remarks referred appreciatively to the ac-
tion of Rtn Greenwood (who was unfortunately absent through ill health) in asking her
on behalf of the Peterborough Rotary Club to call the meeting. Mr Butcher MP was the
principal speaker. The outcome of the meeting was the formation of a local committee to
consider ways and means of helping the Refugee work. This committee met immedi-
ately after the meeting and appointed two executive sub committees—(1) Finance and
(2) Hospitality.

The Rotary club is well represented on the committees, the President and Rtn Bosley ?
Being appointed to the finance committee and the following Rtns were elected to the
main committee, Vawser, Greenwood, Rippon, Mowbray, Fryer, Birkbeck in addition to
the President and Rtn Bosley.

It was agreed that Rtn Greenwood should be asked to serve as secretary to bot the sub
committees as well as to the main committee.

Register of Social Services (you may recall that this was started some weeks ear-
lier Ed) The secretary reported that he had received the required information from
some of the members of the committee and he was instructed to write to the other
members to ask them to send him their contributions so that the matter might be fur-
ther considered at the next meeting. The Chairman said he would have a word with
the town clerk in order to ascertain whether the corporation were editing a guide, this
possibility having been referred to by Rtn Fryer.

1940

Allowances to Wives and Children of Service men. Discussion took place
on the remit from the business meeting today that this Committee consider the ques-
tion of what , if any, action should be taken by the club in regard to the anomalies re-
sulting from the varying practices by employers in supplementing the allowances re-
ceived from the government by dependants of members of the armed forces and the
hardships experienced by some dependants who receive only the government allow-
ance. The feeling of the meeting was that more information was needed in order to
give further detailed consideration to the question and it was agreed that Rtn Prince
should put a note in his weekly letter asking Rotarians to send to the secretary of their
committee particulars of the allowances they are making to their employees depend-
ants. The matter will be further considered at the next meeting to which other inter-
ested members of the club will be invited.

Co-ordination of War Charities Rotarian Prince referred to the question of War
Charities and stated that he felt there must be much overlapping at present owing to
the numerous bodies interesting themselves in various forms of War Charitable ef-
forts. He instanced cigarette funds organised by clubs, Hotels, Offices, Works Thea-
tres etc and stated that in his opinion something might be done in the way of co-
ordinating the work of all these organisations with a view to economising effort and
the more equitable distribution of the proceeds. Rotarian Roper proposed, Rot Prince
seconded that the matter be investigated. Agreed.

From Excess baggage to Birth 40 at Tilbury docks

Some 12 months after Marcus Horrell and Maureen McKenna made their first visit to
Sierra Leone, it is time for them to make another visit. This time last year, all they
took with them were their suitcases, which weighed in excess of 40 kg each, however,
this time, they are taking a little extra - a 40 foot container, full of goodies for the pu-
pils of David's School, and other deserving causes in Sierra Leone.

Filling the container has been a collaborative effort from many Rotarians, from both
ours and other clubs. John Wilkinson has sourced a pallet full of prosthetic limbs. Cop-
thill School, at Uffington, where my young son, William attends, have donated what can
best be described as a pallet full of primary school book's in wonderful condition.
Contributions from other Rotary clubs have included about 20 bikes, a generator, medi-
cal sterilising equipment, shelving and a bundle of tools.

The generosity of people has been overwhelming, and in particular from Alan Bottomley,

who has given us Joey. When the call first came from Alan enquiring o see if he wanted
Joey, our immediate reaction was that it was a budgie or parquet - these come from Af-
rica, so there can be little no point in returning them back in a 40ft container, but, Joey
is Alan's much loved pickup truck, painted in bright canary yellow. The photograph shows,
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Joey being driven into the 40 foot container at my yard.

Another Rotarian who we owe a special thanks to is David Heather. How many Rotarians
have got the audacity o stand up to Rotary meeting and ask for surplus ladies under-
wear, will a preference for the larger size. In conjunction with David's requests the
help of the Inner Wheel club, we have been able to obtain, a large quantity of under-
wear.

Another item which arrived in all different shapes, sizes and colours were bicycles. The
Orton Rotary club and in particular, John O'Halloran obtained about 24 bicycles, rang-
ing from children's all the way through to racing cycles with drop-down handlebars. The

Although the majority of the goods offered to us are ideal for Sierra Leone, we have
taken some items out of the shipment, so that they can be distributed o other groups
of meeting people. Much of this sorting out does take quite a bit of time, however, it
does produce an element of fun and surprises, but for example, some of the prosthetic
limbs have shoes attached, and so we can offer a choice of brown or black shoe, how-
ever, what we are not able to offer is a matching shoe for the other foot.

David Wallwork, the instigator of the David School project on Sierra Leone, has also
worked very hard. It was David that obtained the 40 foot container, and arranged for it
to be delivered to my yard, where several Rotarians helped to fill it. David himself man-
aged to obtain 80 children's chairs, and matching desks from a school that has closed
down.

It is not only local clubs that have contributed to filling up the container, goods have
been received from the other side of Hadrians Wall, via the good effort of Paula Welsh
and her Rotary Club of Strathaven

So, as I write this article, the 40 foot container has been delivered to Berth 40 at Til-
bury docks, where it is currently in the care of the Grimaldi shipping line's Grand Brasile
ship.

Marcus and Maureen visit Sierra Leone at the end of April, and this story will be contin-
ved in the next edition of the Rotarian Magazine.

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INDI PROJECT TIMBONI KENYA (extracts from recent newsletter Ed)

UPDATE

As we near the completion of the Indi School, Timboni, the Charity has increased
its support in other areas of Kenya.

In Timboni the roof is now on, and the upstairs classrooms plastered ready for
the January intake. Only £6,000 15 now needed to complete this building. This is
needed to complete the external rendering, upstairs railings, toilet fittings, paint-
ing, doors and flooring. With only a month to go we are so close to our target and
with children already registering for next term | am appealing to your generosity
this festive season. Just £15 raised from each newsletter printed would complete
this school, providing education for 240 children.

The large community room upstairs will be the first to open. The office has al-
ready moved temporarily into this room and we welcome Danny to our team who
will co-ordinate activities and establish fund raising ideas from this facility. Plans in-
clude a library, computer classes, language classes, children's cinema, and use by
local groups. The idea is to encourage the general community to utilise the school
facilities out of school hours and to offer an alternative to children and young
adults who are hanging around the streets.

The plot of land adjacent to the school has now been purchased and there is an ap-
peal to the local community in Kenya to assist to clear this ready for January. The
pre-primary and primary classes will then have separate play areas.

Although some tourists have returned following the election chaos one year ago
they are still few in number. Jobs are scarce and prices remain high. A number of
children have raised health concerns and the incidence of intestinal and skin infec-
tions and worms has been noticeable. Continued support and advice from the local
clinic has been welcomed.
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GRADUATION

November saw the end of school year and sadly I was unable to attend the graduation cere-
mony. The children proudly wore their new graduation gowns as these have now been pur-
chased instead of having to keep hiring at a cost. In 2005 two children graduated to Pri-
mary level and this year 32 children have celebrated this special day, receiving a certificate
and our congratulations. They will continue in Standard One class in the New Year.

CHILD SPONSORSHIP

There are now 60 children sponsored at the Indi School by families in the UK. It is really
touching to hear how appreciative the families and children are of this support. Yet there
are still so many children hanging around the streets during the day who are unable to af-
ford to go to school. As the new classroom opens in January, then thirty Nursery class chil-
dren will join the School and it is likely that some of these will need sponsorship. This costs
£15 each month and if you feel able to support one of these children then please contact
me.

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Rotating Around Climate Change from Richard Paten

1. Climate Charge (CC) began in the 1970s as a scientific issue; by the 1990s it had
also become a political issue - recall the first UN Earth Summit, called for action.
In the 21st century we recognize that lifestyle choices are imperative for individu-
als and societies, - charges in hearts and minds are required At its core, there-
fore, climate change is also a religious issue. . 2 Here is the basic science of CC,
commonly called Global Warming. Most life on earth reties on the Sun's light and
warmth: -Part of the sun's energy reflects off the Earth's surface in the form of
infrared rays; some of this energy is retained by the atmosphere; some of it es-
capes back into space. Controlling the flow of infrared rays are the so-called
greenhouse gases. Just as glass keeps heat in a greenhouse, these few gases
largely determine the world's temperature. Carbon dioxide is the main greenhouse
gas, Methane is also important; in all they are less than 1 % of the atmosphere.
Natural global warming, as old as the hills has kept Earth's average surface tem-
perature about 14°C. Without this blanket effect from nature, the world would be
a freezing -18°C. Remember we are 90m miles from the Sun. We may say, natural
global warming, nature's climate change, is part of God's evolutionary working to
create and sustain file on planet Earth.

3 Today's environmental crisis is a consequence of human induced, or man-made CC.
It amounts to unnatural global warming - adding extra blankets Since about 1750,
start of the Industrial Revolution man's impact on the physical world has grown
and grown; huge amounts of extra greenhouse gases have gone into the atmos-
phere. In addition, global population has grown six-fold in the same period; Earth
now has around 25 times more people than in the time of Jesus. The global econ-
omy still largely depends on the burning of fossil fuels; coal, oil and natural gas;
they are wonderful sources of concentrated safe energy, but their combustion
produces carbon dioxide. Levels of greenhouse gases in the atmosphere are now
more than a third higher than they were in pre-industrial times. Earth's tempera-
ture has risen 1 °C since 1900. It may not sound much, but Earth is not unlike our
bodies, a small increase above normal and we soon feel unwell. A global average 1 °C
rise, because of the worlds complexity, results in some areas, for instance, the
Arctic rising 2°C. Melting ice on Greenland could lead to a sea level rise of up to 7
metres. Similar dangerous melting is happening in parts of Antarctica.

4. Man-made CC is putting more energy into weather systems; floods, droughts,
storms, and heatwaves are becoming more frequent and more extreme; droughts in
particular are causing food shortages; as the oceans get warmer, storms get
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stronger, withess hurricane Katrina. In addition, warmer oceans are less able to
absorb CO2 - to act as carbon sinks.

5. On the political front, the Kyoto Protocol of 1997 which axis in 2012 has shown
how hard it is for the nations to reach the required global agreements. The UN
needs our support; it is trying to hammer out a successor to Kyoto. Most nations
do not have adequate politically binding CO2 reduction targets, - they are neces-
sary. I am glad to say Gt Britain is a leader, UK policy is an 80% cut, on 1990 fig-
ures, by 2050. For the sake of our children, we must act o prevent runaway
global warming.  CC in this century could result in unimaginable human suffering.
Sea level rise, unbearable heat, large scale social breakdown, and a massive loss
of wildlife species, are very real threats. CC is happening faster than most pre-
dictions; action to cut CO2 emissions is urgent.

6. CC is a religious issue. God is profoundly concerned with justice; it is the politi-
cal expression of loving our neighbour. Those suffering most from CC are the
world's poorest, - generally people who are least responsible for causing it, -
those with the smallest carbon footprint. To care for creation is to love God and
to love our neighbour, - Gospel imperatives.

7. Bible teaching on the environment is very straightforward:

7.1 We live in a world that belongs to God; He made it , redeemed it and sustains
it.

7.2 God has entrusted the care of this creation to us; we are his stewards, man-
agers, trustees; 6od has confered on us His own image.

7.3 We will be held accountable for the way we have exercised our responsibil-
ity.

Here are wise words from Sir John Houghton, the UK's most eminent 20th cen-
tury climate scientist and leader in the international realm, "God's commitment to
ft+ material world, coupled with his offer of partnership in caring for it, makes
stewardship of the Earth an especially exciting and challenging activity."

9. I recognize that Rotary is an international secular organisation. At the same time
each Club around the globe draws upon and reflects the cultural and religious traditions
of its area. Last November Peterborough City Council and key partners declared their
support for the policy of 'Creating ft UK's Environment Capital'. Peterborough's motto
‘Upon this rock' is biblical

(Mat. 16:18) and, of course, relates to its description, Cathedral City. Rotary has an im-
portant part to play but, ft must be big enough and confident to respond to climate
change as, science, politics and religion.

Rotary, Gates Foundation announce $355 million for polio eradication
(Info from President Marcus ......Ed)

New challenge grant helps bridge critical funding gap, inspire other donors in global
effort to end crippling childhood disease

SAN DIEGO, Calif., U.S.A. (Jan. 21, 2009) -- Rotary International and the Bill &
Melinda Gates Foundation have announced they will contribute a combined $355 million
in new funds for polio eradication.

The Gates Foundation is awarding Rotary a $255 million challenge grant, which Rotary
will match with $100 million raised by its members and supporters over the next three
years. As a spearheading partner in the Global Polio Eradication Initiative (GPETI), Ro-
tary's chief role is fundraising, advocacy and mobilizing volunteers. The announcement
came during the Rotary International Assembly, the humanitarian service organization's
annual leadership conference.

"Rotarians, government leaders and health professionals have made a phenomenal com-
mitment to get us to a point at which polio afflicts only a small number of the world's
children,” said Bill Gates, co-chair of the Gates Foundation. "However, complete elimina-
tion of the polio virus is difficult and will continue o be difficult for a number of years.
Rotary in particular has inspired my own personal commitment o get deeply involved in
achieving eradication.”

In accepting the Gates challenge, Rotary Foundation Chair Jonathan Majiyagbe said the
funding partnership will inspire other polio eradication allies, both current and new, to
ramp up their support.

"With the support of the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation, we are on the brink of eradi-
cating one of the most feared diseases in the world,” Majiyagbe said. "This shared com-
mitment of Rotary and the Gates Foundation should encourage governments and nongov-
ernmental organizations to ensure that resources are available to end polio once and for
all.”

"This partnership of Rotary and the Gates Foundation offers a historic opportunity to
rid the world of a disease that robs children of their futures,” said RI President Dong
Kurn Lee. "It is a significant boost toward making real our dream of a polio-free world."

Rotary will spend the grant money in direct support of immunization activities carried
out by the Global Polio Eradication Initiative, which is spearheaded by Rotary and its
partners, the World Health Organization, the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Pre-
vention, and UNICEF. Rotary will distribute the funds through grants to WHO and UNI-
CEF.
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Polio eradication has been Rotary's top priority since 1985, and since then Rotary clubs
have raised nearly $800 million for the effort. Although the initiative has slashed the
number of polio cases by 99 percent, the wild poliovirus still persists in four countries:
Afghanistan, India, Nigeria, and Pakistan, and imported cases from those nations
threaten fo reinfect countries where the virus has been stopped. The initiative cur-
rently faces a critical funding shortfall that must be closed if eradication is to be
achieved.

This is the second challenge grant Rotary has received from the Gates Foundation for
polio eradicatioin. In November 2007, Rotary accepted a $100 million challenge grant,
which Rotary is matching dollar-for-dollar. The two challenge grants represent a com-
bined total of $555 million in polio eradication funds. Rotary's three-year effort to
raise the matching funds for both grants is called Rotary's $200 Million Challenge. Ro-
tary invites the general public to participate by visiting rotary.org/endpolio to learn
about polio eradication and contribute to the challenge match.

Rotary is an international humanitarian service organization with more than 33,000 clubs
in about 200 countries and geographical areas. Rotary's 1.2 million members are men and

women who are business, professional and community leaders united by a commitment to
make the world a better place through volunteer service.

The Rotary Foundation 2008 Facts As supplied by President Marcus....

PolioPlus Rotarians have mobilized by the hundreds of thousands to ensure that children
are immunized against this crippling disease and that surveillance is strong, despite the
poor infrastructure, extreme poverty, and civil strife of many countries. Since the Polio-
Plus program's inception in 1985, more than two billion children have received oral polio
vaccine. To date 210 countries, territories, and areas around the world are polio-free,
and 134 of these have been certified. As of June 2008, Rotary has committed more
than $757 million to global polio eradication. 2007-08 program awards were $126.7 mil-
lion. (includes PolioPlus Partners Grants)

PolioPlus  Partners PolioPlus Partners is a program that has allowed Rotarians to par-
ticipate in the polio eradication effort by contributing to specific social mobilization and
surveillance activities in polio-endemic countries. In 2008-09, the PolioPlus Partners pro-
gram will no longer raise funds specifically for PolioPlus Partners projects. The program
will receive up to $5 million from the general PillioPlus Fund to continue supporting social
mobilization and surveillance projects in polio-endemic and high-risk countries. In 2007-
08, over 7,794 clubs in 509 districts contributed to 493 PolioPlus Partners projects,
supporting National Immunization Days and other polio eradication activities around the
world.

Health, Hunger and Humanity Health, Hunger and Humanity (3-H) Grants fund large-
scale, two to four year projects that enhance health, help alleviate hunger, or improve
human development. Since 1978, 324 projects in 77 countries have been funded at a
cost of $84 million, up front $79 million last year. In 2007-08, 19 new projects were ap-
proved. Program awards were $5.3 million.

Matching Grants Matching Grants provide matching funds for international service
projects of Rotary clubs and districts. Since 1965, more than 29,000 Matching Grant
projects in 199 countries have been funded at a cost of more than $335 million. In
2007-08, 2,424 new grants were approved for projects in 137 countries. Program
awards were $43.8 million.

District Simplified Grants District Simplified Grants support the short-term service
activities or humanitarian endeavors of districts in communities locally or internationally.
This program began in 2003-04 and over I,900 grants have been awarded to 478 dis-
tricts in 65 countries totaling more than $28 million. In 2007-08, 389 grants were ap-
proved. Program awards were $6.4 million.

Volunteer Service Grants  Volunteer Service Grants support the international travel

of qualified Rotarians and their spouses to provide a needed service to a community or
to plan the implementation of a needed project. This program began in 2006-07, and to
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date 429 grants have been awarded to support travel to 65 countries at a cost of more
than $2 million. In 2007-08, 227 grants supported travel to 58 countries. Program
awards were $1.1million.

Rotary World Peace Fellowships  Rotary World Peace Fellowships. Each year, up to 60
fellows are sponsored to study at one of the six Rotary Centers for International Stud-
ies in peace and conflict resolution for a master's level degree. Since the programs in-
ception in 2002-03 339 fellows from over 75 different countries have participated at a
cost of more than $23 million. In 2007-08, 56 peace fellows from 33 countries began
studies at the six Rotary Centers totaling $4.6 million for the two-year program.

Ambassadorial Scholarships Ambassadorial Scholarships. The Foundation sponsors one
of the largest international scholarship programs in the world. Scholars study in a coun-
try other than their own where they serve as unofficial ambassadors of goodwill. Since
1947 more than 39,000 scholars from over 115 countries have received

scholarships at a cost of more than $504 million. In 2007-08, 673 scholars from 72
countries studied in 73 countries. Program awards were $14.1 million.

Rotary Grants for University Teachers Rotary Grants for University Teachers are
awarded fo faculty members to teach in a developing nation for 3 to 10 months. Since
1985, 486 university teachers have shared their expertise with a college or university in
a developing country at a cost of $4.8 million. In 2007-08, 26 university teachers from
5 countries taught in 17 countries. Program awards were $0.3 million.

Group Study Exchange Group Study Exchange (6SE). These annual awards are made
Yo paired Rotary districts to provide travel expenses for a team of non-Rotarians from a
variety of professions. Rotarian hosts organize a four- to six-week itinerary of voca-
tional, educational, and cultural points of interest. Since 1765, about 65,000 individuals
(13,541 teams) from 106 countries have participated at a cost of more than $100 million.
In 2007-08, 565 teams traveled abroad. Program awards were $4.4 million.
